ASCS-Physical Exam Requirement 
 for the 2008-2009 School Year 

The policy for the physical exam requirement starting with the upcoming school year 
2008-2009 is as follows: 
 

 If your student(s) is in grades 5th-8th and will participate in any Dallas Parochial 
League sport, you will have to have a current physical exam report on file in the 
office.   

 If your student(s) will be in Kindergarten, 4th grade, or 7th grade next year, the 
school requires a physical examination report to be on file for them. 
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 The exam for the 2008-2009 school year may be dated any time between 
August 1, 2007 to August 1, 2008.  You may not submit a form from a physical 
exam that was done over one year ago.   

 These exams must be sent to school by June 1, 2008.  If the exam is done over 
the summer break, please mail or fax them to the school at 214-217-3339.   

 
A physical exam form can be found on the school web site under �Admissions� or you 
may get one in the nurse�s office at school.  Your physician may also choose to use 
his/her own form.
