ADDENDUM TO THE 2011-2012 HANDBOOK, Effective December 13, 2011 

 
WATER BOTTLES 
 
Students are permitted to bring clear disposable water bottles to school.  Students are 
also permitted to bring reusable water bottles to school as long as they are made of a 
clear or see through material.  Water is the only acceptable liquid to be filled in the water 
bottles.  No other drinks, such as sports drinks, coffee, juices, energy drinks, and/or 
carbonated drinks may be brought into the classroom.  Classroom parties are an 
exception. 
 
DRINKS AT LUNCH 
 
Students may purchase water or milk in the cafeteria for lunch.  Drinks may be brought 
from home in the lunch box.  The following is permitted:  water, juice pouch drinks, 
and/or small bottles of disposable juice drinks.  No other drinks (such as carbonated 
drinks, sports drinks, energy drinks, etc.) are permitted.
